Merchandise Donations for ARM Boutique Store

In an effort to be better stewards of our time, energy, and resources, and to counteract our outrageous GARBAGE bill, we have devised a set of guidelines for the items that will be accepted at our stores.  We thank you for understanding and helping us continue to serve the homeless and less fortunate in our community more efficiently. Merchandise Donation Guidelines

Clothing:  Any and all types of clean, useable clothing are acceptable.  It must be bagged or boxed with nothing other than clothing in bags and boxes.

Rags:  Cotton t-shirts can be sold as rags in our store if they are not useable as shirts.  They must be clean and not wet or oily.

Furniture:  No furniture that is ripped, stained, missing pieces, broken springs, animal odors, pet hair, etc.  No waterbeds, metal desks, or organs.

Electronics:  All parts working and clean.  No computers, printers, monitors, etc.  No TV’s

Bedding:  Mattresses and box springs of any size; without stains or torn fabric.

Appliances:  Only clean and working appliances

Sporting Goods:  Only good, useable items.  Please, no broken items.  Only good, working, exercise equipment.  Only working bicycles.

Dishes:  Only complete sets of dishes (sets of 4 place settings or more).

Plastic ware:  Only good ‘tupperware’ or ‘rubbermaid’ items.  No butter, cool whip, ice creams, or similar containers.

Cups & Mugs:  Requesting sets of 4 or more.  No mugs with company logos.  No beer logos.

Pots & Pans:  No burnt or peeled coatings on pans and none with missing handles.

Baskets:  Only useable baskets in good condition.

Knick-Knacks:  Nothing chipped, cracked, or broken.

Hardware:  All useable tools accepted.  Please, no loose nuts, bolts, screws, nails, etc.

Jewelry:  Please put all jewelry in small clear plastic bags.

Puzzles, Games, and Toys:  Complete only; no missing parts or pieces.  Please bag or box all related pieces together.

Car Seats:  NOT ACCEPTED

Baby Furniture:  Only complete, good, legally safe and approved items.

Books:  NO text books, NO reader’s Digest books, NO encyclopedia’s.  We will accept children’s books, soft cover books, hard cover books, Biographies, Autobiographies, cookbooks, Christian books . . . etc.

Computers:  Must have working operating systems; Pentium and newer Windows 98 and newer.  Must be approved by Staff of ARM

Records:  NOT ACCEPTED    

The Mission has the right to refuse any item, based on condition, acceptability, or quantity in stock.  Please call the office with any questions.
